Camp Blanding Rifle Range

Match Rules
Safety:

All firearms that are uncased in the open shall have chamber flags in them at all times with the exception of when they are engaging targets. If the line is “hot” and you leave the line and leave your firearm on the line we expect to see a Chamber flag in that firearm!

All shooters will be required to be at the safety briefing. Failure to attend the shooters meeting means you will not shoot in the event until such time as you attend a safety meeting.

Safety Glass’s and Hearing protection is required at all times on the firing line. Spectators must have hearing protection as well.

Range Safety Officer’s and the Officer in Charge, (RSO)(OIC) are to be obeyed at all times. If you disagree with the RSO, comply with their instructions then ask the OIC. Do not refuse safety instructions or you will be removed from the competition. 
Cease fires may be called by anyone when they feel there is an unsafe condition that warrants a general cease fire. A misfire is not a reason for a cease fire. Seeing something un-safe and dangerous to others is a reason for a cease fire.

Long range targets will be determined when I get to RECON the range and this will be updated. They will be fixed targets between 500-1,000 yards depending on the range requirements.

The classes of shooting will be as follows for .50 caliber rifles.

Light Gun, up to 32.5 LBS

Heavy Gun, From 32.6 – 50 LBS

Hunter class up to 50 LBS

Any Other Rifle Class means any other rifle smaller caliber than a .50 Cal. This means just as it says, you will shoot the same course of fire as the .50 Cal’s.

All shooting will be from the prone, .50 cal will be using the same requirements as a standard FCSA event but from the prone.
The any Other Rifle Class has a few different requirements. 

1. Shooting will be from the prone.

2. The shooter may use a bipod or a rucksack for a front rest, or a sling, no mechanical front rest will be allowed.

3. The shooter may use a monopod or a sandbag or equivalent for the rear support.

4. Any type of sight is allowed, optic or iron

5. This not for bench type firearms, the stocks must be of a conventional design and not of a bench rest design. As this progress we will look at adding a “f” class type to the lineup, but for this event we will not be shooting any “f” class.

Chamber flags are to be used

Bipod, sling or rucksack for the front support
No support for the rear such as a monopod, sandbag 

Ammunition,

At this time there are no ammunition restrictions, this is subject to change to meet weather conditions such as to dry for tracers and so forth.
